9.2 TOWN OF ALLEGANY

This section presents the jurisdictional annex for the Town of Allegany. It includes resources and information to
assist public and private sectors to reduce losses from future hazard events. This annex is not guidance of what
to do when a disaster occurs. Rather, this annex concentrates on actions that can be implemented prior to a
disaster to reduce or eliminate damage to property and people. This annex includes a general overview of the
municipality and who in the town participated in the planning process; an assessment of the Town of Allegany’s
risk and vulnerability; the different capabilities utilized in the town; and an action plan that will be implemented
to achieve a more resilient community.

9.2.2 Municipal Profile

The Town of Allegany lies on the south border of Cattaraugus County in western New York State. The Town of
Allegany has a total area of 71.59 square miles. Allegany River flows through the town. The town is bordered
to the north by the Town of Humphrey, the west border is formed by the Town of Carrollton and Town of Great
Valley, to the east is the City of Olean and northeast is the Town of Hinsdale. The town is bordered to the south
by the townships of Foster and Otto in McKean County, Pennsylvania

The Village of Allegany is located within the town. There are seven hamlets located within the town: Chipmonk,
Crestview, Four Mile, Harrisburg, Knapp Creek, Nichols Run, and Rock City. The estimated 2018 population
was 7,663, a 4.3 percent decrease in population from 2010 (0.45 persons).

Data from the 2017 U.S. Census American Community Survey indicate that 4.4 percent of the town population
is 5 years of age or younger and 20.1 percent is 65 years of age or older. Communities must deploy a support
system that enables all populations to safely reach shelters or to quickly evacuate a hazard area.

History and Cultural Resources

The Town of Allegany was formed from a portion of the Town of Great Valley in 1831. The Town of Allegany
may have been named after a tribe called Allegewi that lived along the Allegany River’s banks. It may also be
based on an old Native American word meaning ‘lovey’ or ‘beautiful.” In 1836, a portion of the town was
removed to form the Town of Humphrey.
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9.2.3 Growth/Development Trends

Understanding how past, current, and projected development patterns have or are likely to increase or decrease
risk in hazard areas is a key component to understanding a jurisdiction’s overall risk to its hazards of concern.
Table 9.2-2 summarizes recent and expected future development trends, including major residential/commercial
development and major infrastructure development. Figure 9.2-1 and Figure 9.2-2 at the end of this annex
illustrate the geographically-delineated hazard areas and the location of potential new development, where
available.

For a community to succeed in reducing long-term risk, hazard mitigation must be integrated into the day-to-
day local government operations. As part of this planning effort, planning/policy documents were reviewed, and
each jurisdiction was surveyed to obtain a better understanding of their progress in plan integration. Areas with
current mitigation integration are summarized in Capability Assessment (Section 9.2.4). The Town of Allegany
identified specific integration activities that will be incorporated into municipal procedures are included in the
updated mitigation strategy. Appendix H provides the results of the planning/policy document review.

Adaptive Capacity

Adaptive capacity is defined as “the ability of systems, institutions, humans and other organisms to adjust to
potential damage, to take advantage of opportunities, or respond to consequences” (IPCC 2014). In other words,
it describes a jurisdiction’s current ability to adjust to, protect from, or withstand a hazard event. This term is
often discussed in reference to climate change; however, adaptive capacity also includes an understanding of
local capacity for adapting to current and future risks and changing conditions. The table below summarizes the
adaptive capacity for each hazard and the jurisdiction’s rating.

Resources

The Code Enforcement Department is responsible for floodplain management but do not have a certified
floodplain manager on staff. The town does not have access to resources to determine possible future flooding
condition from climate change. Additional training would be beneficial for the town to support its floodplain
management program. The NFIP administration services the town provides includes permits and inspections.
The town follows code recommendations to determine if proposed development on an existing structure would
qualify as a substantial improvement. The barriers to running an effective NFIP program in the community
include lack of additional training for planning board.

Compliance History

The Town of Allegany last Community Assistance Visit (CAV) took place on January 4, 2011 and the last
Community Assistance Contact took place on April 27, 1999.

Regulatory

The Town of Allegany does not have an updated flood damage prevention ordinance. The floodplain
management program does not meet the minimum requirements because it does not include the required
freeboard. The Department of Environmental Conservation is a local resource that supports floodplain
management and meeting the NFIP requirements.

Additional Areas of Existing Integration

Town Website: The Town of Allegany’s website (https://allegany.org/index.php?Town%200f%20Allegany)
hosts town information and announcements.

Evacuation, Sheltering, Temporary Housing, and Permanent Housing

Evacuation routes, sheltering measures, temporary housing, and permanent housing must all be in place and
available for public awareness to protect residents, mitigate risk, and relocate residents, if necessary, to maintain
post-disaster social and economic stability.

Evacuation Routes

The Town of Allegany identified Route 417, 1-86, and Route 16 as evacuation routes.

Sheltering

Site name Highway Fire Hall located at 3790 Birch Run Road. It can accommodate pets and provides basic
medical services. It is ADA compliant but does not have back up power.
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Temporary Housing

No temporary housing was identified by the town. Action 2020-Town of Allegany-014 has been created to
identify potential temporary housing to use in the event of an emergency.

Permanent Housing

No permanent housing was identified by the town, but the county identified potential permanent housing location
shown in Figure 9.2-1 and Figure 9.2-2. Action 2020-Town of Allegany-014 has been created to identify
potential permanent housing to use in the event of an emergency.

9.2.5 Hazard Event History Specific to the Town of Allegany

Cattaraugus County has a history of natural and non-natural hazard events as detailed in VVolume |, Section 5
(Risk Assessment) of this plan. A summary of historical events is provided in each of the hazard profiles and
includes a chronology of events that have affected the County and its municipalities. The Town of Allegany’s
history of federally-declared (as presented by FEMA) and significant hazard events (as presented in NOAA-
NCEI) is consistent with that of Cattaraugus County. Table 9.2-11 provides details regarding municipal-specific
loss and damages the town experienced during hazard events. Information provided in the table below is based
on reference material or local sources. For details of these and additional events, refer to Volume I, Section 5.0
of this plan.

9.2.6 Hazard Ranking and Jurisdiction-Specific Vulnerabilities

The hazard profiles in Section 5.0 (Risk Assessment) of this plan have detailed information regarding each plan
participant’s vulnerability to the identified hazards. The following summarizes the Town of Allegany’s risk
assessment results and data used to determine the hazard ranking.

A gradient of certainty was developed to summarize the confidence level regarding the input used to populate
the hazard ranking. A certainty factor of high, medium or low was selected and assigned to each hazard to
provide a level of transparency and create increased understanding of the data used to support the resulting
ranking. The following scale was used to assign a certainty factor to each hazard:

e High—Defined scenario/event to evaluate; probability calculated; evidenced-based/quantitative
assessment to estimate potential impacts through hazard modeling.

o Moderate—Defined scenario/event or only a hazard area to evaluate; estimated probability;
combination of quantitative (exposure analysis, no hazard modeling) and qualitative data to estimate
potential impacts.

e Low—Scenario or hazard area is undefined; there is a degree of uncertainty regarding event
probability; majority of potential impacts are qualitative.

Hazard Ranking

This section provides the community specific identification of the primary hazard concerns based on identified
problems, impacts and the results of the risk assessment as presented in Section 5 (Risk Assessment) of the plan.
The ranking process involves an assessment of the likelihood of occurrence for each hazard, along with its
potential impacts on people, property, and the economy as well as community capability and changing future
climate conditions. This input supports the mitigation action development to target those hazards with highest
level of concern.

As discussed in Section 5.3 (Hazard Ranking), each participating jurisdiction may have differing degrees of risk
exposure and vulnerability compared to Cattaraugus as a whole. Therefore, each municipality ranked the degree
of risk to each hazard as it pertains to their community. The table below summarizes the hazard risk/vulnerability
rankings of potential natural hazards for the Town of Allegany. The Town of Allegany has reviewed the county
hazard risk/vulnerability risk ranking table as well as its individual results to reflect the relative risk of the
hazards of concern to the community.

During the review of the hazard/vulnerability risk ranking, the Town of Allegany indicated the following:

e The town decided to change utility failure from high to medium due to repeated power loss events.

Critical Facilities

New York Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) Statute 6 CRR-NY 502.4 sets forth floodplain
management criteria for State projects located in flood hazard areas. The law states that no such projects related
to critical facilities shall be undertaken in a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) unless constructed according to
specific mitigation specifications, including being raised 2’ above the Base Flood Elevation (BFE). This statute
is outlined at http://tinyurl.com/6-CRR-NY-502-4. While all vulnerabilities should be assessed and documented,
the State places a high priority on exposure to flooding. Critical facilities located in an SFHA, or having ever
sustained previous flooding, must be protected to the 0.2-percent chance flood event, or worst damage scenario.
For those that do not meet this criterion, the jurisdiction must identify an action to achieve this level of protection
(NYS DHSES 2017).

The table below identifies critical facilities in the community located in the 1-percent annual chance floodplain
and presents Hazards United States (HAZUS) — Multi-Hazards (MH) estimates of the damage and loss of use to
critical facilities as a result of a 1-percent annual chance flood event.

The Town of Allegany participated in a mitigation action workshop in September 2020 and was provided the
following FEMA publications to use as a resource as part of their comprehensive review of all possible activities
and mitigation measures to address their hazards: FEMA 551 ‘Selecting Appropriate Mitigation Measures for
Floodprone Structures’ (March 2007) and FEMA ‘Mitigation Ideas — A Resource for Reducing Risk to Natural
Hazards’ (January 2013).

Table 9.2-15 summarizes the comprehensive range of specific mitigation initiatives the Town of Allegany would
like to pursue in the future to reduce the effects of hazards. Some of these initiatives may be previous actions
carried forward for this plan update. These initiatives are dependent upon available funding (grants and local
match availability) and may be modified or omitted at any time based on the occurrence of new hazard events
and changes in municipal priorities. Both the four FEMA mitigation action categories and the six CRS mitigation
action categories are listed in the table below to further demonstrate the wide range of activities and mitigation
measures selected.

As discussed in Section 6, 14 evaluation/prioritization criteria are used to complete the prioritization of
mitigation initiatives. For each new mitigation action, a numeric rank is assigned (-1, 0, or 1) for each of the 14
evaluation criteria to assist with prioritizing your actions as ‘High’, ‘Medium’, or ‘Low.” The table below
summarizes the evaluation of each mitigation initiative, listed by Action Number.

9.2.9 Staff and Local Stakeholder Involvement in Annex Development
