9.26 TOWN OF LYNDON

9.26.2 Municipal Profile

The Town of Lyndon lies on the eastern border of Cattaraugus County in western New York State. The Town
of Lyndon has a total area of 33.27 square miles. Gates Creek is a stream that flows out the west town line and
Oil Creek is a stream by the east town line. The town is bordered to the north by the Town of Farmersville, the
east border is formed by New Hudson in Allegany County, west by the Town of Franklinville, and south by
Town of Ischua.

There are two hamlets located within the town: Elgin and Rawson. The estimated 2018 population was 696, a
1.56 percent decrease in population from 2010 (707 persons).

Data from the 2018 U.S. Census American Community Survey indicate that 5.5 percent of the town population
is 5 years of age or younger and 15.9 percent is 65 years of age or older. Communities must deploy a support
system that enables all populations to safely reach shelters or to quickly evacuate a hazard area.

History and Cultural Resources

The Town of Lyndon was first settled in 1806 and founded in 1829 from a portion of the Town of Franklinville.
The North Lyndon Schoolhouse is listed on the National Register of Historical Places.

9.26.3 Growth/Development Trends

Understanding how past, current, and projected development patterns have or are likely to increase or decrease
risk in hazard areas is a key component to understanding a jurisdiction’s overall risk to its hazards of concern.

The town’s Code Enforcement Officer is responsible for floodplain management however, there are no certified
floodplain managers on staff. The town has access to resources to determine possible future flooding conditions
for climate change through DEC. The town’s floodplain management staff needs certification training to support
its floodplain management program. NFIP administration services is provided by the Code Enforcement The
town did not identify any barriers.

Compliance History

The most recent Community Assistance Visit (CAV) was on May 12, 2009.

Regulatory

The Town of Lyndon’s flood damage prevention ordinance does not meet the requirements because it is outdated
and does not include the required freeboard.
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Additional Areas of Existing Integration

Town Website: The Town of Lyndon’s website (http://lyndontown.org/) hosts town information and
announcements.

Evacuation, Sheltering, Temporary Housing, and Permanent Housing

Evacuation routes, sheltering measures, temporary housing, and permanent housing must all be in place and
available for public awareness to protect residents, mitigate risk, and relocate residents, if necessary, to maintain
post-disaster social and economic stability.

Evacuation Routes

The town identified County roads to State Road 16, 24, 47, 63 as potential evacuation routes to use in the event
of an emergency.

Sheltering

The town identified 828 Fire Department as a potential shelter. It accommodates pets, is ADA compliant, has
back up power, and provides basic medical services.

Temporary Housing

The Town of Lyndon did not identify temporary housing locations. Action 2020-Lyndon-007 was created to
identify temporary housing locations.

Permanent Housing

The Town of Lyndon did not identify permanent housing locations, but the county identified locations shown
in Figure 9.26-1 and
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Figure 9.26-2.

A gradient of certainty was developed to summarize the confidence level regarding the input used to populate
the hazard ranking. A certainty factor of high, medium or low was selected and assigned to each hazard to
provide a level of transparency and create increased understanding of the data used to support the resulting
ranking. The following scale was used to assign a certainty factor to each hazard:

e High—Defined scenario/event to evaluate; probability calculated; evidenced-based/quantitative
assessment to estimate potential impacts through hazard modeling.

o Moderate—Defined scenario/event or only a hazard area to evaluate; estimated probability;
combination of quantitative (exposure analysis, no hazard modeling) and qualitative data to estimate
potential impacts.

e Low—Scenario or hazard area is undefined; there is a degree of uncertainty regarding event
probability; majority of potential impacts are qualitative.

Hazard Ranking

This section provides the community specific identification of the primary hazard concerns based on identified
problems, impacts and the results of the risk assessment as presented in Section 5 (Risk Assessment) of the plan.
The ranking process involves an assessment of the likelihood of occurrence for each hazard, along with its
potential impacts on people, property, and the economy as well as community capability and changing future
climate conditions. This input supports the mitigation action development to target those hazards with highest
level of concern.

As discussed in Section 5.3 (Hazard Ranking), each participating jurisdiction may have differing degrees of risk
exposure and vulnerability compared to Cattaraugus as a whole. Therefore, each municipality ranked the degree
of risk to each hazard as it pertains to their community. The table below summarizes the hazard risk/vulnerability
rankings of potential natural hazards for the Town of Lyndon. The Town of Lyndon has reviewed the county
hazard risk/vulnerability risk ranking table as well as its individual results to reflect the relative risk of the
hazards of concern to the community.

During the review of the hazard/vulnerability risk ranking, the Town of Lyndon indicated the following:

e The town decided to change severe storm and severe winter storm from low to high due to recent severe
storm and severe winter storm events.

Critical Facilities

New York Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) Statute 6 CRR-NY 502.4 sets forth floodplain
management criteria for State projects located in flood hazard areas. The law states that no such projects related
to critical facilities shall be undertaken in a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) unless constructed according to
specific mitigation specifications, including being raised 2’ above the Base Flood Elevation (BFE). This statute
is outlined at http://tinyurl.com/6-CRR-NY-502-4. While all vulnerabilities should be assessed and documented,
the State places a high priority on exposure to flooding. Critical facilities located in an SFHA, or having ever
sustained previous flooding, must be protected to the 500-year flood event, or worst damage scenario. For those
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that do not meet this criterion, the jurisdiction must identify an action to achieve this level of protection (NYS
DHSES 2017).

The table below identifies critical facilities in the community located in the 1-percent annual chance floodplain
and presents Hazards United States (HAZUS) — Multi-Hazards (MH) estimates of the damage and loss of use to
critical facilities as a result of a 1-percent annual chance flood event.

Proposed Hazard Mitigation Initiatives for the Plan Update

The Town of Lyndon participated in a mitigation action workshop in September 2020 and was provided the
following FEMA publications to use as a resource as part of their comprehensive review of all possible activities
and mitigation measures to address their hazards: FEMA 551 ‘Selecting Appropriate Mitigation Measures for
Floodprone Structures’ (March 2007) and FEMA ‘Mitigation Ideas — A Resource for Reducing Risk to Natural
Hazards’ (January 2013).

Table 9.26-15 summarizes the comprehensive range of specific mitigation initiatives the Town of Lyndon would
like to pursue in the future to reduce the effects of hazards. Some of these initiatives may be previous actions
carried forward for this plan update. These initiatives are dependent upon available funding (grants and local
match availability) and may be modified or omitted at any time based on the occurrence of new hazard events
and changes in municipal priorities. Both the four FEMA mitigation action categories and the six CRS mitigation
action categories are listed in the table below to further demonstrate the wide range of activities and mitigation
measures selected.

9.26.9 Staff and Local Stakeholder Involvement in Annex Development

The Town of Lyndon followed the planning process described in Section 3 (Planning Process) in Volume 1 of
this plan update. This annex was developed over the course of several months with input from many town
departments, including: Highway Superintendent. The Highway Superintendent represented the community on
the Cattaraugus County Hazard Mitigation Plan Planning Partnership and supported the local planning process
requirements by securing input from persons with specific knowledge to enhance the plan. All departments were
asked to contribute to the annex development through reviewing and contributing to the capability assessment,
reporting on the status of previously identified actions, and participating in action identification and
prioritization.

Additional documentation on the municipality’s planning process through Planning Partnership meetings is
included in Section 3 (Planning Process) and Appendix C (Meetings).
